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When will I receive my Water/Sewer/Trash Bill? PG
Water used in July, August and September is billed during the first week of October (3rd Quarter).
Trash is billed quarterly. Exact payment due date is printed on your bill. Bills are due 30 days from the date of
billing.  **Please pay bill on time in order to avoid late fees and/or service termination**

PNC Bank must have your property information along with the dollar breakdown for water, sewer and

trash so the correct amounts can be posted to your account(s).

No blank checks please! PNC or the borough cannot fill out/sign your check. Thank you!

CONTROL & MAINTENANCE OF ANIMALS (DOG BARKING) - Pet owners are

v Reminded to control and monitor pets from barking excessively so as not to
become a disturbance to others. Also, be a good neighbor and clean up after your pet

when walking around the borough. Once, again pets are to be leashed and

contained at all times.

Outdoor Fireplaces - An appliance includes but not limited to chimineas, patio units,

g BURNING - A new burn ordinance has been adopted by Council to include Portable

heating lamps and cast iron fire pits or device no more than 3 feet in diameter
manufactured out of non-combustible materials such as steel, concrete or clay to burn
solid fuel or propane, gas or other appropriate regulated fuel, clean wood, or approved
alternatives. The portable outdoor fireplace must be UL listed or approved by the
Borough Fire Marshall, Borough Fire Chief and/or Borough Code Officer. A portable
fireplace shall at all times be operated at a minimum of 15 feet from any structure or

combustible material ei; under trees and the flame height is to be limited to 3 feet. Fires

shall be attended at all times. All fires are to be extinguished no later than 12:00 am
(midnight) on Friday and Saturday and no later than 10:00 pm Sunday through
Thursday. Absolutely no burning of paper and/or rubbish. Recreational food only
Visit the Borough website or the Borough office during normal business hours to
read this full ordinance as well as other borough ordinances.

SCHOOL IS OPEN PLEASE DRIVE SAFELY!!

The Lancaster County West Nile Virus Program is conducting a tire collection at the Farm and Home Center;
1383 Arcadia Rd., Lancaster on Thursday, November 17, 2016 from 8:00 am to 12 noon is open to persons living in
Lancaster County. Proof of identification will be required (driver’s license, phone bill, etc.). Tires provide excellent
habitat for mosquitoes, particularly the Asian tiger mosquito, a potential vector of Zika virus as well as other mosquito
species that may be a nuisance or spread other diseases, such as West Nile virus. You may bring 4 regular automotive
tires or 1 oversized tire; oversized being any tire having an inner rim diameter greater than 15 inches. Collection will be
first-come, first serve and there will be no pre-registration. Space is limited. One trailer will be loaded to capacity with
tires. Excess tires will not be accepted. Tires must be off the rim, drained of water, unburned and not excessively dirty.
