Á Control/monitor your dog from excessive barking to avoid being a disturbance to others.

                        BURNING-PORTABLE OUTDOOR FIREPLACE  
Outdoor Fireplace: an appliance includes but not limited to chimineas, patio units, heating 
lamps and cast iron fire pits or devices that must be UL listed or approved by the Borough 
Fire Marshall, Borough Fire Chief and/or Borough Code Officer. 
Á Must be no more than 3 feet in diameter. 
Á Operated at a minimum of 15 feet from any structure of combustible material i.e., under trees 
Á Flame height is to be limited to 3 feet. 
Á Fires must be attended at all times. 
Á All fires are to be extinguished no later than 12:00 am (midnight) on Friday & Saturday and no 

later than 10:00 pm Sunday through Thursday.  

Snow Removal Ordinance 180  
Winter weather is coming! (UGH) along with snow and ice; which means snow/ ice must be removed from sidewalks 
within 24 hours after the snow/ice stops falling.  If you are unable to remove the ice, you are required to apply an ice 
melt or sand or similar abrasive to prevent people from falling.  You are also reminded that it is illegal to throw 
snow/ice onto a public roadway or to pile it against a fire hydrant.  Stiff penalties will apply for these violations.
