When will I receive my Water/Sewer/Trash Bill? [image: ]
Water used in January, February and March is billed during the first week of April (1st Quarter)
Water used in April, May and June is billed during the first week of July (2nd Quarter)
Water used in July, August and September is billed during the first week of October (3rd Quarter)
Water used in October, November and December is billed during the first week of January (4th Quarter)

Trash is billed quarterly.  Exact due dates are printed on your bill.  Bills are due 30 days from the date of billing.
LATE FEES: 30 days after the bill date 10% is added to the outstanding balance

Rescheduled Holiday Collection: Memorial Day Tuesday, May 31 replaces Monday, May 30th.

Yard Waste Collection Dates:  April 4 & 18;   May 2, 16 & 31;   June 13 & 27    
Yard waste includes grass clippings, garden residue, shrubbery and tree trimmings less than 6” in diameter.  Residents must place yard waste in special biodegradable Kraft paper bags provided by the Borough at no charge to the residents.

Leaf Collection:  April 11                                         White Goods and Tires: April 9 ($12 tag/ per item)

Computers, monitors, televisions, laptops peripherals are not accepted.

The number of refuse containers (32-gallon bag or container weighing no more than 30 pounds) allowed under the basic fee for each residence is six (6). HINT: If you use trash bags that hold less than 32 gallons, put the small bags inside a 32-gallon can or bag.  DO NOT OVERSTUFF BAGS OR CANS.

Any large object that will not fit in a 32 gallon trash bag/container requires a “Large Item” tag which can be purchased at the Borough Office for $4.00.  Waste Management will not pick up large items without a tag.  Construction materials such as lumber, plaster, windows, screens, brick or stones will not be accepted for trash pick-up. 

Please mark your calendars accordingly and have all refuse and recyclables at curbside before 5:00 a.m. on collection days.  Thank You!

**WATER AND SEWER RATES TO INCREASE
EFFECTIVE 2nd QUARTER BILLING, JULY 2016**


A study shows that it cost $11.78 to process 1,000 gallons of water.  The present base rate is $46.88 for the first 5,000 gallons and $9.31 for each 1,000 gallons consumed over the first 5,000 gallons.  The base rate will increase to $49.38 ($2.50 increase) and the 1,000 gallon rate to $10.31 ($1.00 increase).  High users will be $10.71 per 1,000 gal.

The present sewer base rate is $110.00 for the first 5,000 gallons and $6.75 for each gallon over the first 5,000 gallons.  The base rate will increase to $115.00 ($5.00 increase) for the first 5,000 gallons and the 1,000 gallon rate over the first 5,000 gallons to increase to $7.75 ($1.00 increase). 
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
